Section 4(1)(b)(iii) of the Competition Act No. 89 of 1998 prohibits collusive bidding. Bid rigging is a per se prohibition meaning that it cannot be justified under any grounds.

ANNEXURE A: GOVERNMENT PROCUREMENT – GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT (July 2010)

THE NATIONAL TREASURY | Republic of South Africa

1. Definitions
Key terms as defined: Closing time, Contract, Contract price, Corrupt practice, Day, Delivery, Force majeure, Fraudulent practice, GCC, Goods, Purchaser, Republic, Services, Supplier, and others.
2. Application
These general conditions apply to all bids, contracts and orders including bids for functional and professional services, sales, hiring, letting, and the granting or acquiring of rights.
3. General
The purchaser shall not be liable for expense incurred in the preparation and submission of a bid. Invitations to bid are published in local media and on the municipal website.
4. Standards
The goods supplied shall conform to the standards mentioned in the bidding documents and specifications.
5. Use of Contract Documents
The supplier shall not, without the purchaser's prior written consent, disclose the contract or any provision thereof to any person other than a person employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract.
6. Patent Rights
The supplier shall indemnify the purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial design rights. Intellectual and patent rights of documents developed vest in the municipality.
7. Performance Security
Within 30 days of contract award, the successful bidder shall furnish performance security as specified. Performance security is discharged within 30 days of completion of obligations.
8. Inspections, Tests and Analyses
All pre-bidding testing is for the account of the bidder. Goods that do not comply with contract requirements may be rejected. Costs of tests are borne by the relevant party depending on results.
9. Packing
The supplier shall provide sufficient packing to prevent damage or deterioration during transit to the final destination.
10. Delivery and Documents
Delivery of goods and arrangements for shipping shall be made by the supplier in accordance with terms specified in the contract.
11. Insurance
Goods shall be fully insured against loss or damage incidental to manufacture, transportation, storage and delivery.
12. Transportation
If a price other than an all-inclusive delivered price is required, this shall be specified.
13. Incidental Services
The supplier may be required to provide on-site assembly, tools, manuals, maintenance, and training as part of the contract obligations.
14. Spare Parts
The supplier may be required to provide spare parts and advance notification of termination of production.
15. Warranty
The supplier warrants goods are new, unused, of the most recent models with no defects. Warranty is valid for 12 months after delivery or 18 months from shipment, whichever is earlier.
16. Payment
Payments shall be made promptly, no later than 30 days after submission of an invoice. Payment is made in Rand unless otherwise stipulated.
17. Prices
Prices charged shall not vary from quoted prices except for any price adjustments authorized by the purchaser.
18. Variation Orders
Changes up to 15% of the total contract value may be instructed. Contractors may be approached to reduce unit prices for measurable quantities.
19–20. Assignment and Subcontracts
The supplier shall not assign obligations without the purchaser's prior written consent. All subcontracts must be notified to the purchaser in writing.
21. Delays in Performance
The supplier must notify the purchaser promptly of any delays. The purchaser may extend the delivery time or impose penalties.
22. Penalties
If the supplier fails to deliver within the specified period, penalties calculated at the current prime interest rate per day of delay may be deducted.
23. Termination for Default
The purchaser may terminate the contract if the supplier fails to deliver, fails to perform obligations, or has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices.
24. Anti-dumping and Countervailing Duties
The State is not liable for provisional payments, anti-dumping or countervailing duties imposed after the date of bid.
25. Force Majeure
The supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture or termination if failure to perform is the result of a force majeure event, provided prompt written notification is given.
26. Termination for Insolvency
The purchaser may terminate the contract at any time if the supplier becomes bankrupt or insolvent, without compensation to the supplier.
27. Settlement of Disputes
Parties shall first attempt to resolve disputes by mutual consultation. If unresolved within 30 days, mediation may be commenced. Court proceedings are a final recourse.
28. Limitation of Liability
The supplier is not liable for indirect or consequential loss. Aggregate liability shall not exceed the total contract price.
29–35. Governing Language, Applicable Law, Notices, Taxes, Transfer, Amendment, and Restrictive Practices
The contract is written in English and interpreted in accordance with South African law. No contract shall be concluded with bidders whose tax or municipal obligations are in arrears. Collusive bidding is prohibited and may result in referral to the Competition Commission.
